Valentine’s Day 

If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but 

have not love, I am only a resounding going or a 

clanging cymbal.  If I have the gift of prophecy 

and can fathom all mysteries and all knowledge, 

and if I have a faith that can move mountains, but 

have not love, I am nothing.  If I give all I possess 

to the poor and surrender my body to the flames, 

but have not love, I gain nothing. 

  

Love is patient, love is kind.  It does not vey, it 

does not boast, it is not proud.  It is not rude, it is 

not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps 

no record of wrongs.  Love does not delight in 

evil but rejoices with the truth.  It always 

protects, always trusts, always hopes, always 

perseveres.  Love never fails.  (I Cor. 13:1-8a) 

  

Today is commonly called Valentine’s Day.  

Doing a cursory study will reveal a lot of little 

known facts as to why this day exists.  However, 

this day, whether used by Hallmark to sell cards 

or by florists to sell flowers is a day to celebrate 

love.  As disciples, we celebrate love but we 

celebrate it not like the world celebrates but we 

celebrate it with ―God’s kind of love‖.  This love, 

as defined in I Corinthians 13 is unlike the love 

the world offers.  If we can learn to love God’s 

way it will revolutionize our lives.  Your 

relationships change, your heart changes and a 

new power is revealed by using the weapon of 

God’s kind of love.   

  

If your definition of love is a card once or twice a 

year, a bouquet of flowers or a piece of 

chocolate, it can easily be bought with money.  

God’s kind of love takes more.  It demands self 

examination.  It expects clarity of motive.  It 

keeps on loving regardless of the response.  It 

never fails! 

  

Enjoy the day but take it deeper.  Refuse to settle 

for a superficial type of love and go for an eternal 

love that really does change you.   Start loving 

like God loves.  What a challenge! 

  

Many of us are working through the Love Dare 

book.  It challenges us to love in tangible, 

unselfish ways.  If we do it because we feel like 

it, the feeling often doesn’t come.  If we do it 

because we get the right response, oftentimes the 

response doesn’t come.  If we do it because we 

have been loved this way by God then the 

challenge becomes clear.  Let’s love.  Let’s love 

God’s way.  Let’s let God’s love transform us 

and all of our relationships.
